Launched by the European Commission, the Climate Pact is part of the European Green Deal 
and is helping the EU meet its goal of being the world's first climate-neutral continent by 2050. 
The Green Deal aims to make the EU economy sustainable, converting climate and 
environmental challenges into opportunities, and making the transition fair and inclusive for all. 
By combining the political focus of the Green Deal and support for individual action from the 
Climate Pact, all levels of government and individuals can work together to limit our impact on 
the climate.
